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Keep a TV on with the volume up
Close curtains and blinds
Provide distractions -- treats/toys
Keep doors closed and pets inside
Have someone stay home
Make sure ID tags and microchip
information is up to date

If you must go outside, use a leash
Keep pets away from lighters and
fireworks
Provide a safe space such as a
quiet room or crate for comfort
Be sure a potty break is offered
prior to the start of fireworks
